FROM THE DESK OF FR. MIKE
Dear friends and parishioners,

Please note that there should be an insert in today’s
bulletin regarding the health-care bills working their way
through Congress. The Catholic bishops of the United States
have long supported a reform of health care in America that
would provide greater coverage for those prevented, for
whatever reason, from obtaining adequate insurance and
thus appropriate medical attention. However, they have also
been concerned that provisions must be made in the
legislation that (1) restrict the use of public monies for
abortion and (2) protect Catholic medical institutions and
Catholic medical doctors and nurses (and others) from being
compelled to perform abortions in violation of their
conscience. The bill passed by the House of Representatives
maintains these considerations from existing statutes, but the
Senate bill does not. Now is the time for the two bills to be
reconciled to create a final act of Congress, ready for the
President’s signature. In the insert the bishops are
encouraging to contact our congressional representatives so
that they can exert every effort to have the final act include
the provisions found in the House bill. Please give great
consideration to the bishops’ statement and respond as best
as you are able. Thank you.
